Permitting Update: 

For the month of February, 2 building permits for new single-family home construction were 
issued. This brings the total building permits for new single-family residences in the calendar year 
to 3, with a value of construction of $1,025,000.00. The Building Division issued 50 Building, 56 
Electrical, 44 Mechanical, and 55 Plumbing permits with a value of construction of $8,526,799.93, 
and with a permit revenue of $84,820.40.  

Calendar year: January 1st through February 29th       
Permit total = 428 permits issued for a value of $22,175,447.65, with a revenue of $210,396.89. 

Fiscal Year: July 1st through February 29th      
Permit total = 2053 permits issued for a value of $108,466,882.15, with a revenue of $971,658.52. 

February Inspection Update: 
The Building Division completed 137 building, 141 electrical, 112 plumbing, 85 mechanical 
inspections and 4 plan reviews.  

Commercial Construction Update:
